Paper and Commingled can be put out to the curb at the same time!!

Bulk Pickup

Spring Pickup — Week of March 16" — 20" on your garbage day
Summer Pickup #1 — Week of June 15" — 19" on your garbage day
Summer Pickup #2 — Week of August 17" — 21st" on your garbage day
Fall Pickup — Week of October 19th — 23" on your garbage day

Grass and yard waste will be picked up with your garbage on your garbage day. Grass and
yard waste must be put in separate open containers, CLEAR BAGS ONLY.

Branches will be picked up from April 15 through October 15.

All branches must be placed at curbside with cut ends facing the street

Leaves will be picked up from mid-October through November (weather permitting).
TIRES WILL NO LONGER BE PICKED UP BY THE CITY

ONE CUBIC YARD of debris will be accepted. Five bulk items (couch, chair, mattress, etc.) will be accepted. No
construction material (drywall, 2x4's, windows, etc) will be accepted. The homeowner, contractor or occupant is
responsible for removing the debris. No sheds, fences, or decks will be accepted. Any person purchasing property
within the City is respansible for any debris left behind by the previous occupant, as per Municipal Code, Section
[30.7. All items must be placed at curbside by 7:00 am and CANNOT be put out the day before pickup.

Items CANNOT be put out earlier than 6 pm the day before your pickup and must be placed at curbside by 7 am on
garbage day. NO BAGS WILL BE COLLECTED IF IT IS OUTSIDE OF THE TOTE, LID CLOSED.

As per EPA rules, TV's and all other electronics will no longer be collected with garbage. Electronics can be dropped off

at the ‘City Barage' on Reddon St. between 8 am and B pm the week befare Bulk Week.
FIRE PITS and any open burning is prohibited by the City and subject to up a $250.00 fine, as per Municipal Code Ch. 119).

Anyone caught bringing in garbage from another community is considered ILLEGAL DUMPING and will be subject to a
$1000.00 fine per incident. If you see someone illegally dumping, please call the Lackawanna Police at: 822-4900.
